EADA belongs to the select group of the 50 most
important business schools in Europe, according to the
recently published ranking “Financial Times European
Business Schools 2006 - The Top Graduate Business Schools”.
EADA provides MBAs (Executive, Part Time, Full Time,
International), open programs and European Masters,
which have won formal accreditation from management
associations in the USA, Europe, and Latin America.

EADA in numbers

Founded in 1957, EADA was one of the first Spanish
institutions to offer executive training programs to the
professional community. For almost 50 years, close to
100,000 participants from over 40 different countries have
entrusted their training to its 250 faculty members, a
fact that has established EADA as one of the most innovative
and prestigious business schools in Spain. More than 2,000
members belong to the EADA CLUB. The aim is to promote
continuous learning and keep alumni informed of the latest
key issues in the area of business management through
forums, seminars and continuous learning workshops. EADA
is the only business institution in Spain with its own residential
training centre. It is a vital element in the EADA methodology
where participants attend a series of management workshops
during the year and where Masters and MBA participants
spend their introductory workshop. Outdoor training, crucial
to the development of leadership and team-building skills,
is also an important activity at the centre. Currently, more
than 325 associated companies belong to a network which
fosters information exchange and enables EADA to design
its management training programs and to adapt them to
the real needs of companies.

Accreditations

EADA has been awarded the AMBA and EQUIS accreditations,
which attest to the quality of its Masters and MBA programs.
Currently these accreditations are only held by 4 Spanish
business schools and 42 of the world’s most prestigious
business schools. EADA is also a member of the Executive
MBA Council and part of several international associations,
such as EFMD, AACSB, AMBA, CLADEA, AEEDE and ForQ.

Campuses

EADA has two campuses. One is located in the heart of
Barcelona, and the other is a residential training centre
in Collbatd, just outside the city. EADA - BCN is the site
of the main headquarters located in calle Arago, 204 in
the centre of Barcelona (right next to the Ramblas). This
eight-storey building has been specially designed to offer
high quality training and services.

EADA - CFR is the only business school in Spain with its
own outdoor training campus, an integral component of
the distinct learning methodology based on experience
and team work. Situated amidst natural surroundings at
the foot of Montserrat Mountain, and just 30 minutes
away from Barcelona, the CFR residential training centre
can provide you with the training you need in an environ-
ment that promotes personal growth whilst kindling inte-
gration and interaction amongst teams. It combines outdoor
classrooms and outdoor activities with hotel facilities, which
enable immersion and learning, and also ensures that your
stay during the residential modules is comfortable and
pleasant.




Surroundings:

Barcelona

The centre of Barcelona, both traditional and cosmopolitan,
is essentially made up of the gothic quarter and its cathedral.
A walk through its streets and squares, including visits to
Saint Felip Neri, the church of Sta. Maria del Mar, the
cloister of the cathedral and the Iglesia del Pi, is a must
for those who wish to enjoy the beauty of the city.
Contemplate the splendor of modernism, in particular
the works of Antoni Gaudi, on organized tours offered by
a number of city organizations. Some of the most repre-
sentative monuments and buildings of this movement that
are worth visiting are Ciutadella Park, the Palau de la Musica
Catalana, The Plaga Reial, Casa Batll6 and Casa Mila ("La
Pedrera”), the Parc and Palau Giiell and, of course, the
Sagrada Familia. The great Catalan artists are also well
represented in the city’s museums: the Fundacié Mird, the
Museu Picasso and the Fundacié Tapies are essential stops
for lovers of contemporary art, whereas the Museo Nacional
de Arte de Catalunya, the Museu d’Art Modern and the
Museu d’Historia de la Ciutat are for those who prefer earlier
styles. The Ramblas (de Canaletas and de les Flors) in the
heart of Barcelona is a vibrant, invigorating promenade
leading to the Maremagnum, at the Moll de la Fusta, just
beyond the legendary statue of Columbus.

Enjoy the shops, restaurants, IMAX cinema and the aquarium,
as well as the numerous bars and discos. 1f you want to
enjoy a panoramic view of the city, you can visit the Parc
de Collserola, Tibidabo or Montjuic. Alongside the view at
Montjuic you will find the giant illuminated fountain, the
Palacio Nacional and the Olympic stadium. The Olympic
Village with its bars and restaurants is recommended
in the evening.

The environs of Barcelona

There are many different sites of interest in Catalonia. On
the outskirts of Barcelona alone there are a number of
places that are worth visiting. An excursion to the sanctuary
of Montserrat and a visit to the Benedictine Monastery, the
spiritual centre of Catalonia, is a good way of passing a
quiet morning. The Museum of Montserrat, the gothic
cloister, the Basilica, the Moreneta and the chance to hear
a convent mass, the Virolai and the Salve, are reasons to
undertake this excursion. Another interesting visit is to St.
Sadurni d’Anoia in the Alt Penedes region, a wine-growing
region producing cavas and wines that opens its 'Cavas’ to
interested visitors. The beaches of the Maresme and the
Garraf foothills, as well as the Park of Collserola, are perfect
examples of the local natural environment and ideal for
walks. Very near to Barcelona is the town of St. Cugat del
Valles where you will find one of the most interesting Catalan
Romanic monasteries.
